Would you like to help restore a local prairie, woodland or wetland?
There are very few remnants left of the old prairie lands, less then ( % of the land in Illinois. Fortunately, several isolated spots within our county have been purchased or donated to preserve them. The Forest Preserve District of DuPage County has several restorations going on. One of these is at the Churchill Woods/Glacial Ridge Forest Preserve between the Illinois Prairie Path and the Union Pacific Tracks in Glen Ellyn. This secluded area is just north of the Illinois Prairie Path, which has an ongoing restoration program of its own. 

   
We are looking for volunteers to help remove invasive plants, collect and plant native seed. You will also learn a lot about the approximate 300 species of plants that grow on the highest Glacial Kame in DuPage County.

Registration

Individuals must register with the Volunteer Office (630-933-7681) at least five business days prior to the event; include your name and phone number. Please ask for Glacial Ridge Forest Preserve.
Waiver Requirements 

All first-time volunteers must complete and submit a workday waiver to the Site Steward in order to participate in workday activities. Volunteers that are younger than 18, must have the waiver signed by their parent(s) or guardian(s). The waiver can be downloaded from the District’s website at www.dupageforest.org under Get Involved. Select the Volunteer page; the waiver can be found on the right sidebar.

How to Dress

Wear sturdy shoes or boots, long pants, long-sleeved shirts, and bring your own work gloves, if possible. Dress in layers. Shorts are not recommended, as you will be working amidst thorny brush and, occasionally, poisonous plants. Flip-flops, sandals and open-toe shoes are forbidden. Feel free to bring refreshments.
