Uphold Governor Quinn’s veto of STAR Bonds Financing Act

    Last August we asked you to call Governor Quinn’s office and ask him to veto the STAR Bonds Financing Act.  This legislation uses state sales tax revenue to subsidize development. Irrationally, it specifies that at least 30 percent of the development MUST be in a flood plain. 

  Because of you, we achieved a partial victory.  Thank you!  Governor Quinn’s amendatory veto cut the state subsidies to developers in half.  This is a step in the right direction, but developers may push state legislators to override the Governor and restore full state subsidies.  If the veto is overridden the original subsidies would be restored, which is expected to cost the state $15 million per project per year in lost revenue.  Legislators should be protecting our flood plains, not using taxpayer money to destroy them!
