Background:

     Sen. Lisa Murkowski’s amendment to the U.S. EPA’s annual spending bill stops the agency from regulating stationary sources of greenhouse gases and complying with a 2007 court decision directing it to consider whether greenhouse gases are pollutants that endanger public health. 

    The EPA is expected to finalize its “endangerment finding” this fall triggering broad regulations of greenhouse gases.

    Murkowski’s amendment allows mobile sources of greenhouse gases such as cars to be regulated but not coal plants or industrial facilities, which are by far the largest polluters. 
    Blocking the EPA from taking action on global warming flies in the face of the overwhelming scientific consensus that global warming is a real and present danger that we must address immediately.
    Both congressional and EPA action are essential to cutting global warming pollution and moving to a clean energy economy. The EPA's mission is to protect the environment. Prohibiting this agency from addressing the biggest environmental problem we face will halt any serious effort by our country to effectively fight global warming.
